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Display Energy Certificates (DECs) and Advisory Reports (ARs)

There is a requirement to produce and display DECs as part of the Governments implementation of the
EU Energy Performance of Buildings Directive (EPBD). DECs are mandatory for publicly accessible
buildings with a total useful floor area over 1000m? that are occupied in whole or part by public
authorities and institutions. For qualifying buildings a DEC is required every year and an accompanying
Advisory Report (AR) is required every seven years. Some organisations may also wish to undertake non-
mandatory DECs on a voluntary basis.

DECs and the associated ARs can only be produced by accredited (licensed) Energy Assessors using
approved Operational Rating (OR) software.

The EImhurst accreditation scheme meets the requirements for DEC & AR production in England, Wales
and Northern Ireland. Please note that certificates for public buildings in Scotland have different
requirements and are NOT covered by this scheme.

APEL accreditation allows members to undertake DEC and associated AR production as defined by the
National Occupational Standards (NOS).

Candidates demonstrate that they meet relevant parts of the NOS based on their previous
qualifications and experience and therefore they do not have to undertake a new qualification. By
choosing this route experienced NDEAs, building and/or energy managers will gain a licence to
produce Government endorsed DECs and ARs, using an approved Operational Rating (OR) calculation
software tool, through the EImhurst Accreditation Scheme.

In order to gain accreditation via this APEL route candidates must follow the steps below;

1. Document their involvement, for at least two years in the previous five, in buildings
management and / or building energy management / assessment. For example, Estate Facility
Managers, Energy Managers, Energy Auditors, Building Surveyors, Building Service Engineers,

NDEAs and other building professionals undertaking similar activities with non-domestic or
public buildings.
2. Undertake the appropriate EImhurst DEC and AR training and assessment package to familiarise

themselves with the current version of OR software and regulations to ensure that they produce
DECs and ARs to the required standards.
